Online Course: Summer 2012 Semester

“The Truth and Meaning of Sexuality, Love & Family: Cultural Implications”

Our online course is especially designed for those who need or want continuing education 
and also need flexibility in the format and timing of those courses. 

Course Description:
This course is entirely online! It is also unique, stimulating and very rich in content. Family Honor challenges the ‘popular’ culture’s perception that Christianity (and in particular the Catholic Faith) is opposed to human love and sexuality. 
Some of the topics include:

· The history and trends of sexual thought and expression;

· Social and physical consequences of the sexual revolution and the modern sex education movement;

· Theories of psychosexual development; research on the need for human ‘connectedness’; 
· Pope John Paul II’s Theology of the Body and Pope Benedict XVI’s explanation of human sexual love in his Encyclical, Deus Caritas Est.; 
· The gift of fertility; male/female complementarity; total person sexuality; the virtuous life; chastity, marriage and family – all will be presented as building blocks to understanding the implications for the right use of sexual powers. See course syllabus for more information.

Time Commitment:
Plan to allocate an average of at least 7 hours per week, for your course work. 
Equipment Requirements:
· High-speed Internet connection. 
· This course will be completely in an online format, accessible from any web browser (Window or Mac), and it includes a number rich media elements (audio, video, graphics, and downloadable PDFs).
· As you work your way through the course, the Family Honor web site will notify you of any downloads you will need to make on your computer in order to access course material. 

· One portion of the course requires you to record yourself for an oral portion of an exam. Therefore, you must have access either to a tape recorder, or preferably a computer microphone and audio recording software like Goldwave (www.Goldwave.com).
· Computer speakers or headphones

College Credits Optional:

· Adult students have the option as to whether they want to take this course for undergraduate or graduate credit. You do not have to have a college degree to take this course.

· For any adult wishing to become a Family Honor presenter, successful completion of this course is the first step towards becoming a presenter. Note: You do not have to take this course for college credit.
· Those taking the course for graduate credit must have already received a bachelor's degree. Extra course work will be required for graduate credit. Details on the graduate project will be sent to those interested. College credits are given through Newman University, a Catholic school in Wichita, KS.
Tuition:

Your tuition includes admission to the private online course web site plus the hard copy books and brochures we send you. A variety of payment plans are available. There are two levels for tuition:

$500.00 - For those adult students who do not want college credit.

$700.00 - For those who want undergraduate or graduate credit. 

This cost includes the credit hours we pay to Newman University on your behalf.

Must I promise to become a Family Honor presenter in order to take the course?

NO. You may simply take the course for your own professional development or knowledge. However, this course IS the required first step to become a Family Honor presenter.

If I want to be a Family Honor presenter, what are the next steps?

After you successfully completed the course, we may invite you to apply to be a Family Honor Intern. As an Intern, you will begin the practical application of the basic material you learned in the course. 

The Internship consists of some additional instruction and an initial orientation, which may require you to travel to Columbia, South Carolina. (Students are responsible for all expenses for this trip.) Or, if you are part of a group taking the course, it may be possible for this to be delivered in your local area. 

This is followed by approximately 120 hours of self-paced additional training, done in your local area. During this time, you are given Family Honor curricula manuals and you will view (via DVD and in person) a Family Honor team presenting a program. You will work with one of our mentors to learn how to present segments of our programs as part of a Family Honor team.
The time frame for the Internship is flexible, however you should allow, on average, one year from the time you start our college credit course before you are "officially" a Family Honor certified presenter.
